JANSZ, Premium Brut Rosé, Tasmania, Pipers River 55

Tasmania is home not only to the Tasmanian Devil, but also to some amazing sparkling wines.

In 1986, esteemed Champagne house - Louis Roederer Eartnered with the owners of Heemskerk

Wines to produce Tasmania’s first premium vintage sparkling wine. In 1997, the Hill-Smith family

Eurchased the vineyard and be%an the journey that has seen Jansz Tasmania become the most
ighly regarded sparkling wine house in Australia.

PEWSEY VALE, Riesling, Eden Valley 2018 50

In 1847, shortly after his arrival from England, Joseph Gilbert buijlt a fine homestead in Eden Valley
and planted the region’s first grapevines. The vines came from the Macarthur vine¥ards at Camden
in New South Wales. William Macarthur had travelled to Rheingu, Germany in 1837 to collect
Riesling cuttings. This is the first successful recorded importation of Riesling in Australia.

TYRRELL'S WINES, Semillon, Hunter Valley, Vat 1 2013 120

Headed up by fourth generation family member Bruce Tyrrell, Tyrrell’s is home to some of
Australia’s most awarded wines including this iconic Vat 1 Semillon. Semillon requires time to
evolve in bottle. In Hunter Valley, the classic style of Semillon undergoes years of bottle-aging
prior to release, and develops toasty, waxy flavors through time. Semillon’s lemony acidity makes
it a perfect counterpart to oysters.

LEEUWIN ESTATE, Chardonnay, Margaret River, Art Series 2011 170

In 1972, legendary Napa Valley winemaker, Robert Mondavi, identified the future site of the
Leeuwin vineyard as being ideal for the production of premium wine and provided early
mentorship to Denis and Tricia Horgan in the transformation of their cattle farm into Leeuwin
Estate. The "Art Series" represents Leeuwin's most opulent and age-worthy wines and are
identified with paintings commissioned from leading contemporary Australian Artists.

MAC FORBES, Pinot Noir, Yarra Valley, Victoria, Woori Yallock 2017 150

It's a funny time to be making wine in Australia. For many, technological advancements no
longer define our wines, which bring us back to the age old question — what makes our patch
of dirt unique? And this is our journey. We are committed to seeking out sites that we deem to
be strong and unusual. Often these vineyards were unloved when discovered, however throu’gh
listening to and learning from the sites themselves, we have been able to bring back the health
of the vineyards and share their character through the wines we are now making.

AN APPROACH TO RELAXATION, Grenache, Barossa Valley, Sucette 2016 105

Grenache is one of the world's most widely planted grapes & at it's best, it is one of the great
wines of the world. The vineyard, The Rza Block (estimated to have been planted between 1860-
1880), is situated in the heart of the Vine Vale in the Barossa Valley in deep, white beach-like sand.
The vines are head-trained, own-rooted and dry-grown.

HEWITSON, Mourvedre, Barossa Valley, Old Garden Vineyard 2013 145

Hewitson winery is situated in the heart of the Barossa Valley boasts some of the oldest vines
in the world. The Old Garden vineyard is the oldest Mourvédre vineyard in the world planted in
1853. Dry-grown, original existing vines pre-Phylloxera.

CIRILLO, Grenache, Barossa Valley, Ancestor Vine 1850 2010 150

The Cirillo family moved to the small district of Light Pass in 1970. Vincent Cirillo became the custodian
some exceptional vineyards that were planted in 1848; today it is noted to be the oldest surviving and
producing Grenache in the world.

CIRILLO, Grenache, Barossa Valley, The Vincent 2015 80

"The Vincent is a thank you to my father who has passed eight generations of Italian winemaking and grape
?rowing knowledge down to the ninth”. This Grenache is produced from two 100+ year old vineyards
rom the renowned Barossa Valley.

OCHOTA BARRELS, Grenache, Mclaren Vale, Fugazi 2018 140

The ochota barrels tale began on a surf trip, late 2000 along the Mexican west coast in a Volkswagen
campervan. A final destination after traveling some of the world’s most amazing wine and surf regions,
Taras and Amber Ochota conceived the idea to make beautiful holistic wines back home in South Australia.
For Taras California was a regular vintage destination, making wines with producers such as Kunin,
Bonnacorsi, Arcadian, Schrader, Outpost and the famous Hitching Post’s Ebel, Hartley-Ostini, from the
movie ‘Sideways'.

D'ARENBERG, Shiraz, McLaren Vale, The Dead Arm 2016 125

Dead Arm is a vine disease caused by the fungus Eutypa Lata that randomly affects vineyards all over
the world. Often affected vines are severely pruned or replanted. One half, or an 'arm’ of the vine slowly
becomes reduced to dead wood. That side may be lifeless and brittle, but the grapes on the other side,
while low yielding, display amazing intensity.

OCHOTA BARRELS, Syrah, Adelaide Hills, The Gorgeous Sector, | am the Owl 2018 120

We are strongly drawn to and influenced by the small biodynamic producers we came across in the south
of France. Organically farmed vineyards planted to earth that is alive, lo-fi technique and picking decisions
made purely on natural acidity which hopefully contribute to a wine's energy and nervous tension.

PENFOLDS, Syrah, South Australia, Grange 2012 1250

Grange's reputation as one of the world’s most celebrated wines continues to %row today. On its 50th
birthday in 2001, Grange was listed as a South Australian heritage icon, while the 2008 Grange vintage
achieved a perfect score of 100 points by two of the world’s most influential wine magazines.

HICKINBOTHAM, Cabernet Sauvignon/Shiraz, McLaren Vale, The Peake 2016 225

The Hickinbotham Clarendon Vineyard covers a steep cut of country from the ridgetops above the village

of Clarendon to the Onkaparinga River in the gorge below. Since its establishment in 1971, the Hickinbotham
vineyard has become a part of Australia’s wine heritage, supplying fruit to produce many of Australia’s
greatest wines.

VASSE FELIX, Cabernet Sauvignon/Malbec, Margaret River, Tom Cullity 2015 275

Established in 1967 by regional pioneer Dr Tom Cullity, Vasse Felix is Margaret River's founding wine estate.
This is the flagship Cabermet Sauvignon made at Vasse Felix. It is made in honour of Dr Thomas Brendan
Cullity who established Vasse Felix in 1967. Among his first plantings were Cabernet Sauvignon and Malbec
vines, from which he produced the Estate’s first red wine. The Tom Cullity descends from these original vines
and represents the pinnacle of Vasse Felix

Magliocco,
who entered the wine and spirits industry after attending Yale College

and graduating from Harvard Law School, was intimately familiar

with Michter's through his college days of imbibing, bartending, and
promoting Michter's.
